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Foreword

Despite efforts to accelerate the development of antiviral drugs and distribution of vaccines, COVID-19
remained a major global challenge in 2021. Cross-border movement continued to be limited, with hard-
hitting consequences in the likes of the tourism sector in both ASEAN and Korea. However, as crisis is the
mother of innovation, the pandemic has accelerated global digital transformation, and the numerous
online communications and exchanges between the peoples of ASEAN and Korea in the past two years
have provided increased momentum for stronger ASEAN-Korea partnership.

As a result, key sectors of ASEAN and Korea saw significant achievements in 2021. First, ASEAN-Korea
annual trade volume peaked at $176 billion, recording the highest volume yet. The commitment of
ASEAN and Korea for free and open trade helped not only stabilize the global supply chain but also led
to the signing and coming into force of two FTAs (between the Philippines and Korea; and between
Cambodia and Korea) even during the pandemic times. The Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnership (RCEP) which has come into force in early 2022 is expected to further upgrade and expand
ASEAN-Korea economic partnership.

Furthermore, the number of ASEAN students in Korea increased from 64,000 in 2020 to 72,535 in 2021
despite the challenges of people-to-people exchanges during COVID-19. ASEAN and Korea also joined
efforts to strengthen public health and expedite vaccine distribution across the region for rapid recovery
throughout 2021.

This fourteenth edition of the ASEAN and Korea in Figures reflects the efforts made by ASEAN Member
States and Korea to overcome COVID-19, and includes both the vaccine timeline and vaccination rate of
each country. It also reveals the impact of COVID-19 on the ASEAN economy and the subsequent effects
on ASEAN-Korea relations.

As a comprehensive compilation of various economic data and social indices of ASEAN Member States,
ASEAN Economic Community and ASEAN-Korea partnership, this book will serve as useful reference
material for studying and further understanding ASEAN and ASEAN-Korea relations.
